■■ Upon notification of severe weather Upon notification of severe weather 
evacuation, Lackland AFB Command Post will evacuation, Lackland AFB Command Post will 
be notified with the following information:be notified with the following information:
–– Number of evacuees by gender, age, number of Number of evacuees by gender, age, number of 

families, number of singles and individuals with families, number of singles and individuals with 
special needs.special needs.

–– Number and type of pets.Number and type of pets.
–– Number of convoy vehicles.Number of convoy vehicles.
–– Time of departure and estimated arrival time.Time of departure and estimated arrival time.
–– Special Requirements.Special Requirements.
–– List of supply items being brought, if any.List of supply items being brought, if any.

REPORTING PROCEDURESREPORTING PROCEDURES

■■ IdentificationIdentification
–– Personnel evacuating from their home Personnel evacuating from their home 

bases must have decals for their vehicles. bases must have decals for their vehicles. 
Ensure that the military member and Ensure that the military member and 
dependents have their identification cards.  dependents have their identification cards.  
NonNon--DOD civilian evacuees will be referred DOD civilian evacuees will be referred 
to the American Red Cross (ARC) for to the American Red Cross (ARC) for 
shelter registration in the San Antonio shelter registration in the San Antonio 
area.area.



REPORTING PROCEDURESREPORTING PROCEDURES

■■ Vehicle StagingVehicle Staging
–– All vehicles will be centralized to control All vehicles will be centralized to control 

traffic flow on Lackland AFB. Security traffic flow on Lackland AFB. Security 
Forces will direct personnel to the holding Forces will direct personnel to the holding 
area for the vehicles.area for the vehicles.

–– Shuttle services will be provided on base. Shuttle services will be provided on base. 
Vehicles will be safeguarded while in the Vehicles will be safeguarded while in the 
holding area.  Access to vehicles will be holding area.  Access to vehicles will be 
allowed, however, operation is prohibitedallowed, however, operation is prohibited..

on on Lackland Lackland AFB. All medications AFB. All medications 
currently taken for health purposes currently taken for health purposes 
should be brought with you. Illegal or should be brought with you. Illegal or 
controlled substances will be controlled substances will be 
monitored for during the registration monitored for during the registration 
processprocess..



PETSPETS
■■ WHAT PETS CAN WE BRING?WHAT PETS CAN WE BRING?

–– Cats and Dogs are authorized on Cats and Dogs are authorized on 
base. Any exotic animalsbase. Any exotic animals ieie. Pot Belly . Pot Belly 
Pigs, Snakes, Poisonous Animals are Pigs, Snakes, Poisonous Animals are 
not authorized on base. Pet kenneling not authorized on base. Pet kenneling 
areas are not climate controlled.areas are not climate controlled.

■■ Note: Pets are not allowed in Note: Pets are not allowed in 
lodging or in any shelters.lodging or in any shelters.



PETSPETS
■■ Because of limited space and Because of limited space and 

austere conditions, evacuees are austere conditions, evacuees are 
encouraged to make their own encouraged to make their own 
arrangements for the care of their arrangements for the care of their 
pets.pets.

■■ Pets will be housed in temper tents Pets will be housed in temper tents 
by the reception center.by the reception center.

■■ Pets must be in kennels (supplied Pets must be in kennels (supplied 
by evacuees)by evacuees)

■■ Different sizes and types of pets Different sizes and types of pets 
will be housed togetherwill be housed together

■■ DO MILITARY PERSONNEL NEED DO MILITARY PERSONNEL NEED 
ORDERS IF AN EVACUATION IS ORDERS IF AN EVACUATION IS 
CALLED?CALLED?
–– No orders are required.  In the event a No orders are required.  In the event a 

weather condition threatens the coast, weather condition threatens the coast, 
Lackland Lackland Command Post will be notified. Command Post will be notified. 
Your military identification card and Your military identification card and 
purpose for coming up will be your orders.purpose for coming up will be your orders.

■■ IF NAVAL AIR STATION DOES NOT IF NAVAL AIR STATION DOES NOT 
EVACUATE, CAN WE (COAST GUARD) EVACUATE, CAN WE (COAST GUARD) 
STILL EVACUATE TO YOUR BASE?STILL EVACUATE TO YOUR BASE?
–– It is unlikely that all installations on the It is unlikely that all installations on the 

coast will evacuate at the same time. Any coast will evacuate at the same time. Any 
commander that feels their base is being commander that feels their base is being 
threatened will make that determination.threatened will make that determination.

■■ WHAT WILL BE DONE WITH KIDS AND WHAT WILL BE DONE WITH KIDS AND

–– Families will be kept together. Single Families will be kept together. Single 

members will be housed separately.members will be housed separately.
